Objectives

* To land at a controlled aerodrome
* To navigate at low level
* To land at an unattended aerodrome

Considerations

* Assess Wx and NOTAM, check planning and map
* Controlled airspace: R/T and arrival

* On the ground:

- Airfield layout, signage, parking
* Low level nav:

- Minimum VFR altitude to continue
- Map reading / effect of wind
* Unattended aerodrome:

- Arrival / SOHJ / ground movements
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Human factors

* Workload; plan using time frames,
disorientation; TIME-MAP-GROUND
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
