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A Notifiable Event is described as when someone dies or when
a notifiable incident, illness or injury occurs. The regulator
(CAA) must be informed by the authorised member of staff.

In this Act, unless the context otherwise requires, a notifiable
injury or iliness, in relation to a person, means any of the
following injuries or illnesses that require the person to have
immediate treatment (other than first aid):

the amputation of any part of his or her body
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an escape, a spillage, or a leakage of a substance

a serious head injury
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an implosion, explosion, or fire

a serious eye injury
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an escape of gas or steam

a serious burn

an escape of a pressurised substance

the separation of his or her skin from an underlying tissue
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an electric shock

(such as degloving or scalping)
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the fall or release from a height of any plant,

substance, or thing

a spinal injury

the loss of a bodily function
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the collapse, overturning, failure, or malfunction
of, or damage to, any plant that is required to be
authorised for use in accordance with regulations

serious lacerations
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injury or illness that required or would usually require

@ the collapse or partial collapse of a structure.

admittance to Hospital for immediate treatment or require
medical treatment within 48 hours of exposure to a substance.
